WELL AS THE FILET-PIECE IN THE “HUMMERTHAL”.  

 
PORTRAIT 

 
THE G.A. SCHNEIDER ESTATE HAS BEEN FOUNDED IN 1806, WHEN OUR ANCESTORS HAD THE 

CHANCE TO BUY LAND FROM THE NOBLE IN NIERSTEIN.  WINEMAKING HAS ALWAYS BEEN THE 

FOCUS OF OUR LIVING AND WORKING, BACK THAN IT WAS SUDDENLY POSSIBLE TO DO THIS ON 

OUR OWN LAND.   

 
TODAY, WE ARE CRAFTING WINE ON 14 HECTARES IN NIERSTEIN, WITH OVER 40% OF WHICH 

IS RIESLING. TO THAT WE ALSO HAVE PINOTS – GRIS, WHITE AND RED, AS WELL AS 

SAUVIGNON BLANC, GEWÜRZTRAMINER AND DORNFELDER ON THE REDS.  
 

RED SANDSTONE SOILS ARE PREDOMINANT IN THE SITES ON THE ROTE HANG SIDE OF TOWN, 
FACING THE RIVER, WHICH YIELD RICH AND FLAVORFUL WINES, WHILST THE LIMESTONE IS ON 

THE OTHER SIDE WITH THE PATERBERG SLOPE. THE OLD UNDERGROUND CELLARS WITH 

WOODEN CASKS AS WELL AS STAINLESS STEEL PROVIDE IDEAL CONDITIONS FOR THE 

PRODUCTION IN VERY MODERN BUT ALSO TRADITIONAL WAYS.    

 
AFTER CELLARING 40 VINTAGES HIMSELF AT THE ESTATE, ALBRECHT SCHNEIDER MADE AN 

IMPORTANT STEP FOR THE 2012 VINTAGE  AND HANDED THE HERITAGE ON TO  THE  YOUNGER  

GENERATION (NR. 9).  DAUGHTER URSULA , WITH  HER  HUSBAND  STEFFEN MÜLLER, A 

QUALIFIED AND HIGHLY-EXPERIENCED WINEMAKER WITH HIS OWN ESTATE IN NIERSTEIN-

SCHWABSBURG.   
 
STILL, WE ARE A FAMILY COMPANY AND BELIEVE THAT NO FAMILY BUSINESS IS WORKING 

WITHOUT THE FAMILY. NO GENERATION WORKS WITHOUT THE KNOWLEDGE AND EXPERIENCE 

OF THE ONE BEFORE. WE ARE HAPPY THAT OUR 8TH
 GENERATION IS STILL WORKING AND 

LIVING “WINERY” WITH US. TO ADD IT UP, WE ARE GLAD TO BE WORKING WITH A COMMITTED

PINOT GRIS IS FRUITY AND CLEAN TONED, AND ALSO THE PINOT NOIR IS CLEAR AND FRESH. 
HOWEVER, NIERSTEIN REPRESENTS RIESLING AND RIESLING SERIES AND CONVINCES FROM 

ITS CUTTING LITERRIESLING TO ITS FRESH, STRAIGHT, AND SWEET LATE VINTAGE THAT ARE 

CHARACTERIZED BY A CONTRAST OF SWEETNESS AND TENACIOUSNESS. THE RIESLING FROM 

THE LIMESTONE IS CLEAR, FRESH AND VIVID. THE RIESLING FROM ROTLIEGENDEN IS SPICY 

AND SLIGHTLY MORE DOMINANT. THE LAYERS RIESLINGS WINES OF 2013 PRESENT 

THEMSELVES IN A VERY COMPACT WAY, THOUGH THEY YET SEEM A BIT RESERVED. THE 

HUMMERTHAL RIESLING IS CLEAR AND GRIPPING, THE DRY HIPPING LATE VINTAGE IS SPICY 

AND POWERFUL. OUR FAVORITES ARE THE TWO HIPPING MOUNTAIN WINES FROM THE 

STEEPEST PART OF THE RED SLOPE WITH 30 YEARS OLD VINES: THE VINTAGE 2013 IS 

FOCUSED AND CLEAN TONED, GRIPPING AND STRUCTURES. YET YOUTHFULLY RESERVED, THE 

VINTAGE 2014 IS CORPULENT AND JUICY.”
